drydock was available, new propellers were purchased, new ducts were fabricated, and 2
new propeller shafts were fitted. The repair cost was in excess of $950,000.

The vessel could have been lost had the hull been breached,

Potential Damage or had one of the propeller shafts been lost, or had the shaft
seal around one or bath of the propellers been seriously
compromised.
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* Exceptin emergencies, the requirements for adequate rest should
never be ignored for the sake of operations.

* The record of hours worked should be honestly filled out and
maintained. Recordkeeping associated with work and rest should be
made part of the culture onboard each vessel and part of the vessel’s
safety program.

* Mariners on watch who are having difficulty staying awake should recognize that the
safety of the crew, the vessel and the cargo s at risk. They should either take direct action
to maintain their alertness (stand up, move around, call a deckhand to come to the bridge,
have a cup of coffee) or call the Master and ask for assistance.

* ECDIS alarms are valuable tools that should be fully used and correctly set.

it's a Good Catch.

When you identify a hazard before something goes wrong.

When you stop an operation before something bad happens. it’s a Good Catch.
When the Master recognizes that watchstanders have not

had the required rest and adjusts the operational schedule
to allow for adequate rest.
